EXECUTIVE SUMMARY OF KEY FINDINGS

» The Nedbank Capital Expenditure Project Listing shows the sharpest increase in fixed investment plans since 2021, reflecting a myriad of projects addressing infrastructure backlogs,
particularly in road and water systems.

e  The value of new projects announced amounted to R445.9 billion in 2024, up from R210.1 billion in 2023. The composition of new projects changed noticeably in 2024. The government
replaced the private sector as the major driver, with plans totalling R199.8 billion, reflecting a 161% jump and accounting for 44.8% of all new projects announced. At the same time, public
corporations announced projects worth R150.5 billion or 33.8% of the total, significantly up from R35.8 billion in the previous year.

e  The private sector announced plans amounting to R95.6 billion, or around 21.4% of the total, a decline of 4.3% compared with 2023. This sluggishness is unsurprising. Given weak economic
growth, the private sector opted to wait-and-see how the May general elections would evolve and whether structural reforms would improve underlying operating conditions.

¢ Given the lag between project announcements and implementation, the pickup in investment plans bodes well for gross fixed capital formation in 2025. Even so, the risks to the outlook
remain tilted to the downside, dependent on the public sector’s ability to follow through on its plans and move decisively towards lifting the long-standing infrastructure constraints on faster
economic growth and job creation.

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KEY FINDINGS

Nedbank's listing shows the sharpest rise in planned fixed investment projects since 2021. The value of new projects announced amounted to R445.9 billion in 2024, more than double the
R210.1 billion worth of plans announced in 2023.

The improvement resulted from a significant jump in new projects announced by government and public corporations, accounting for 78.6% of the total. General government announced
projects worth R199.8 billion. These include a public housing and community development programme valued at R43.7 billion and phase 2 of the Rooiwaal wastewater project worth
R35.8 billion.

After two years of weak investment, public corporations plan to spend R150.5 billion in the years ahead on energy projects, water resource developments, refurbishments of health facilities,
airportinfrastructure, road rehabilitation, and water and sanitation. This reflects a sharp increase from the R34.7 billion worth of projects announced in 2023.

However, private sector plans declined to R95.6 billion from R99.9 billion. Accounting for a meagre 21.4% of total project announcements. The R18 billion Bankenveld District City
development is the largest project planned by the private sector. It is an ambitious mixed-use development comprising residential, commercial, retail, industrial, educational, and healthcare
components. It is situated between Woodmead and Malboro in Johannesburg. Around R43 billion of the announcements by the private sector are energy-related, with the Risk Mitigation
Independent Power Producer Procurement Programme (RMIPPPP) accounting for 57% of this total. This indicates that the country's shift to renewable energy continues and remains an
integral driver of private fixed investment.

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INDUSTRY BREAKDOWN

In 2024, community, social, and personal services accounted for half of the total announcements, consisting almost entirely of general government projects. These projects are geared
towards establishing special economic zones, housing, improving living conditions within communities, upgrading wastewater works and roads, and refurbishing beaches, schools, roads,
and public hospitals in multiple provinces. The most significant investment is a public housing project by the Department of Human Settlements and Infrastructure across multiple provinces
worth R43.7 billion.

Electricity, gas, and water came in second, accounting for 32.2% of projects announced. New projects amounted to R143.5 billion, representing significant moves in addressing energy and
water insecurity. Renewable energy projects account for 72% of the total, and the biggest projectsinclude Eskom's Tubatse pumped hydro-storage scheme and the Mossel Bay gas project.
These two hybrid renewable energy plants fall under the scope of the RMIPPPP. The remainder of the projects involve the development of additional water resource infrastructure.

The manufacturing sector announced two new projects totalling R5.1 billion. The largest is Volkswagen’s R4 billion upgrades to its Kariega manufacturing plant to produce sport utility
vehicles. The second is Toyota SA's R1.1 billion investment in a joint venture with Ogihara Thailand Corporation Ltd to establish a new automotive component manufacturing facility at Dube
TradePort.

Finance, real estate, and business services announced projects worth R20.2 billion, which include the Bankenveld City District project and the Groot Phesantekraal shopping centre.

The mining and quarrying sector announced plans to invest R1.6 billion. The largest project is a proposal by Harmony Gold to extend the life of the Mponeng mine. Other projects include the
development of the Bengwenyama platinum group metals mine by Southern Palladium and the Witberg wind energy project.

Airports Company South Africa (ACSA) is the leading investor in transport, storage, and communications, accounting for 38% of the R31.9 billion worth of planned projects. ACSA plans to
enhance airport safety and improve passenger experiences across the country's airports.

Within wholesale, retail, motor trade, hotels, and accommodation, Clicks announced a capital investment worth R920 million to expand its footprint by 55 new stores in the 2024 financial

year.

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IMPLICATIONS FOR GROSS FIXED CAPITAL FORMATION

Gross fixed capital formation (GFCF) rose by 0.3% qoq in the third quarter of 2024 following four consecutive quarters of contraction. The improvement was driven by increased outlays by
the general government and public corporations, while private sector investment slipped deeper into contraction. Given that the private sector accounts for around 70% of GFCF, its
weakness weighed heavily on overall investment. Despite some gains in energy and logistics, the private sector still faced a challenging economic environment, characterised by structural
inefficiencies, high-cost burdens, elevated interest rates, declining corporate profits, and persistent policy uncertainty. In contrast, capital expenditure by public corporations increased,
likely reflecting progress in Transnet's recovery plan and Eskom's expanded maintenance efforts. Government capital expenditure also rebounded, rising by 6.4% after shrinking by 1.9% in
the previous quarter, signalling a potential boost from the government's infrastructure push.

Nedbank's Capital Expenditure Project Listing shows that the government has accurately diagnosed the economy's challenges, allocated resources, and prioritised infrastructure backlogs,
particularly in water and road systems. In contrast, the private sector remains hesitant, with investments primarily concentrated in renewable energy. Over the past year, there have been
notable improvements in key sectors, including nine months of uninterrupted electricity supply and modest improvements in rail and port services. While the government's renewable
energy initiatives, Eskom's maintenance efforts, and steps to clear backlogs at ports are commendable, these reforms have yet to drive large-scale efficiency gains, particularly for the
private sector. The announced projects represent progress, but their impact will depend on practical implementation.

Since the previous edition of the capex schedule, several economic factors have become more favourable. Inflation has remained contained, allowing the Reserve Bank to reduce interest
rates by a cumulative 75 basis points since September 2024. Subdued inflation has eased pressure on household finances and has led to modest increases in consumer spending. The
interest rate cuts will lift domestic demand as the year progresses, which should gradually utilise existing spare capacity and potentially convince the private sector to consider expansionary
projects. On top of the anticipated rise in domestic demand, global commodity prices have started to increase. Steady global growth and rising commodity prices could also incentivise
mining companies to expand operations. Together, these factors could create a more favourable environment for private-sector investment. However, structural constraints remain a
significant obstacle to a broad-based recovery. To sustain this positive cycle, faster reforms and tangible efficiency gains are essential. High government debt and limited fiscal space also
threaten private sector confidence, as they raise concerns about the government's ability to implement reforms. Over the medium to long term, the National Transmission Development
Plan (NTDP) could drive investment, especially if it mirrors the success of the Renewable Energy Independent Power Procurement Program (REIPPP). If successful, the NTDP could attract
private investment in transmission infrastructure, creating positive spillovers for the broader economy. However, much depends on the successful rollout of the NTDP, and we remain
cautious as we await further developments. That said, we expect modest growth in GFCF of 1.3% in 2025 and an average of 2.3% over the next three years.

What is fixed investment?
Fixed investment is spending on physical assets such buildings, infrastructure, plant, machinery and equipment, which adds to production capacity.

Fixed investment is a flow concept, consisting of additions to the capital stock of a firm, a public enterprise or government.
It can take two forms:
% Replacement investment maintains the existing capital stock, replacing depleted or fully depreciated assets.
< Expansionary investment allows for the production of more goods and services. These are projects that increase production capacity, such as new plants or infrastructure and
expansions to existing operations.
Itis not easy to distinguish between these two types of investments. There are many grey areas. The overhaul or refurbishment of existing plants with new machinery and equipment more
often than not expands capacity, enabling the production of more goods and services at a lower cost through the use of improved design, processes and technology.
